Lesson Three

Details of the End Times

Review of Lessons One and Two


In the first lesson we learned that the End Times is a time where God finally deals with the sin of mankind.  He does this by allowing man's sin to reach it's zenith, with God giving man his due for their sins.   This dealing with man's sin is accomplished over a 7 year period called the Tribulation. Afterwards God establishes a holy empire for Jesus to rule and to reign for a 1000 years.  The second lesson introduced us to the key righteous and unrighteous personalities who are mentioned during this time period, and their relationships with each other and the times themselves.

 
When anyone first begins their journey of studying the End Times, they are inundated with a multitude of verses throughout the Bible.  This plethora of verses causes most to throw their hands up in defeat, believing that only a super genius can make heads or tails of the details.  In our defeated state we look to others smarter than we to simplify (dumb down) the details so that our feeble mind can comprehend what's going on.


The problem with this method is that we are given a timeline developed by someone else and find ourselves more confused than enlightened.  Even though we are given the order, we have no understanding of why the order is correct and how it relates the End as a whole.  That is why I will give you a simple method to develop your own timeline, that you understand and one that helps you to see what will happen in the end.


As always we rely on God to point out our path through this complex subject.

Isaiah 28
⁹ Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts.
¹⁰ For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little:


Simply put we take line upon line (verse upon verse) and precept upon precept (idea upon idea) to put together a timeline.  With each verse we study and understand, we have an idea of where it fits into the scheme of things.  Together we will begin a simple timeline of our own, adding the details as we go along.  


Below you will find the verse we will cover, with the precept God is saying, followed by the logic of where it might be found in relationship to our timeline.  Bolded text are the boundaries as we studied in Lesson One.  Behind our logic, you will be given an running timeline with the precept added in red letters. 
Tribulation
Daniel 9:27 
And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.
Precept
Covenant made for 7 year period.

Logic
Being the first verse God has given us the order these events will be fulfilled.
45 Day period after the Tribulation
Daniel 12
¹¹ And from the time that the daily sacrifice shall be taken away, and the abomination that maketh desolate set up, there shall be a thousand two hundred and ninety days.
¹² Blessed is he that waiteth, and cometh to the thousand three hundred and five and thirty days.
Precept
1290 days is 3 ½ years from the covenant broken

1335 days begins a new period.
Logic
Because the covenant is a common point in both verses it gives us the order.

Logic
Following our Regional View we know the location for this verse.

Precept
Satan is cast out of heaven with his angels
Logic
Being cast out of heaven Satan would be angered and need someone to take that anger out on. That anger would want to destroy anything that would glorify God.  Because the covenant allows worship of God it would prior to the breaking of the covenant that this event must happen.

Satan mad about being cast to earth takes his anger out on Israel
Logic
Satan being angered from being cast from heaven, he would turn his anger on the Children of Israel, or God's people.  This would only happen after Satan is cast out.

Logic
After being cast out of heaven, Satan would find a vessel or power to control as a tool to exercise his anger out on Israel.  He finds that person or vessel in the person of the Antichrist.  This event would be after being cast out and before persecution begins.

Logic
The mention of a 1000 years clues us into the idea that this event would happen prior to the Millennium.  Looking back at Lesson One we know that the 45 day period between the Tribulation and Millennium is the area where God makes a end of sin, part of this is accomplished by binding Satan in prison.

Because of our placement of Satan bound in prison during the 45 days between the Tribulation and Millennium, this event must take place toward the end of  the Millennium.

The Antichrist's  rise to power start by the taking over 3 kingdoms.  Because earlier we saw Satan recognized the Antichrist as a power to fulfill his will, this event must happen prior to Satan being cast from heaven, this gives the Antichrist time to be in the position that Satan could use.

Knowing that Satan gives the Antichrist his power, this is the event that allow Satan access to the Antichrist.  The first part has to be after Satan is cast out of heaven, and the second part after Satan gives the Antichrist his power.

Logic

Because Satan is powering the Antichrist after his head wound. This would be Satan using the Antichrist's body showing to the earth that he is God.  This would violate the covenant which allowed worship of God, which would place this squarely at the 3 ½ year mark.

Because the saints refuses to worship the Antichrist as God, this makes him angry causing him to want to persecute them. This can only happen after the Antichrist presents himself as God.  Due to Satan inhabiting the Antichrist, this would also be the time in which Satan persecutes Israel.  Because Satan is in control his wishes would be done first, followed by the Antichrist's desires.

NOTE:  As you can see when you discover new information, your timeline will be modified, reflecting a more accurate timeline.  It would be best not getting attached to the order until you have completely understanding all verses God reveals in His Word.

Antichrist doesn't allow people to conduct business without a mark called the Mark of the Beast
Logic

The Antichrist desires to have a means of recognizing true believers of his deity from nonbelievers.  He uses the Mark of the Beast as that method.  The need for this mark would only be needed after declaring his war on the saints.

This can only happen after Satan is bound, which leaves the Antichrist without any supernatural power.

Logic

The terms “Day of” in scripture refers not only to a single Day but can also refer to a period of Time.  Vengeance is to repay someone for a injury incurred.  The Day of the Lord's Vengeance as state would  be God Avenging Himself of his adversaries, ending in blood shed.  This would mean that it would begin some time in the Tribulation finishing within the 45 day period.

God is unable to dwell where sin is located due to His Holiness, this event would have to happen after God makes a end of sin (45 day period).  I would place it after Jesus begins his reign, ensuring that the world is set up as a righteous place for God to inhabit.

Jesus battles the armies of the world
Logic

This battle seems to be the method that God uses that ends the reign of men's sin on the earth, by overcoming man's final defense of their ways.  I put this before Satan being bound, because the armies are Satan's last resort of trying to keep God's will from being fulfilled.

NOTE:  I realize that this seems to be a long drawn out process, but using this method you will gain a very good picture and understanding of the End Times. To keep this lesson from dragging on for hours on end, encourage your student's to continue developing their own timeline, guiding them through the process, until all End Time scriptures are covered. Don't be shocked that a student's timeline is different from your own. Age, life experiences, maturity, extra biblical knowledge and scriptural knowledge will be factors in these differences.  Ask for the logic behind their decisions and you may find that the student may have a more well thought out reasoning than the one you yourself used.
